Course Description:
This course offers an overview of Latino culture and politics, with particular attention to immigration, the redefinition of the political landscape, and aspects of popular culture such as food and entertainment. Students will engage in reading, discussion, interviews, and will write articles or reports based on their findings. Additionally, each student will meet individually with the instructor five times throughout the semester to discuss course topics in greater depth.
Focus Countries: Argentina, El Salvador, and the United States (2025), in the context of Latin America and Hispanic communities in the U.S.
Prerequisite(s): One 300-level course in Spanish or permission of the instructor (POI).
Designation: Liberal Arts.
This course may also be used to fulfill other Spanish (SPA) requirements. Students who understand only Spanish may use it to satisfy relevant requirements as well.
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
